These were the words
of NTF President Engr.
Sani Ndanusa after the
Nigerian team defeated
Gabon in the first match.
If there is one match the
Nigerians are condemned
to win ahead of the ex-
pectedly crunchier ties
agamnst Senegal and Be-
nin on Saturday and Sun-
day respectively, it is to-
day's tie against Uganda.
Nigeria beat Uganda 3-
O in the Davis Cup play-
off in San Marino last
year and after the Ugan-
dans lost their second
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consecutive game to Sen-
egal yesterday, not a few
see then entering into to-
day's match as obvious
underdogs.

If the Nigerians neglect
the potency of the fragile-
looking Ugandans today,
they could do so at their
own peril.
